Introduction to University of South China
Carrying out the administrative system built by People’s Government of Hunan Province, Ministry of Industry and Information, Bureau of Science, Technology and Industry for National Defense and Chinese National Nuclear Corporation (CNNC), University of South China （USC）is a public university under the administration of People’s Government of Hunan Province, enrolling students from all over China. It is also a training base for Navy Reserve Officers of the Chinese People’s Liberation Army (PLA). USC was established in 2000 through the amalgamation of its two predecessors: Central South Institute of Technology (formerly under the jurisdiction of the Chinese Ministry of Nuclear Industry) and Hengyang Medical College (formerly under the jurisdiction of Hunan Province). In 2002, the Sixth Research Institute of Chinese Ministry of Nuclear Industry was merged into USC.
USC is an established institute of tertiary education with 25 schools or teaching departments. We have 3 first-level postdoctoral research exchange centers, 3 first-level doctoral degree authorization centers, 16 second-level doctoral degree authorization centers;19 first-level master’s degree authorization centers, 117 second-level master’s degree authorization centers;4 professional degree authorization centers which are of MBA, project management, project master and clinical medicine master including 32 professional degree authorization directions; The fields of study at USC cover 65 subject majors authorized to offer B.A., B.S. and B.M. degrees involving engineering, medicine, management, science, economics, law, literature and education. 10 national defense disciplines and provincial key disciplines .There are 20 national and provincial majors. In affiliated hospitals there are 4 national-level professional trainings established by ministry of health, 43 key professional trainings by .provincial health department.
Since 2010, the university has begun to enroll M.B.B.S international students including undergraduate (five years). The university also enrolls students who study Modern Chinese and other majors. The number of international students is increasing and the teaching and management experiences are rich. International students are from many countries such as Pakistan, Ghana and Somalia. The characteristic is that the international students who don’t know Chinese are taught in bilingual teaching. The university is the best choice for international students.
